It has been a rough winter for many. The Biblical name for the month in which Passover falls is Aviv —
Spring. May the coming months warm our souls and our sprits as well as our bodies and as the days
lengthen, so may our hopes and dreams for the future of our world.

Pesah

Although it has been hard to tell the difference lately, spring has arrived, bringing with it Pesah — Z 'man
Heiruteinu, the Festival of our Freedom. We look forward to gathering with family and friends to
celebrate this holiday over a seder table brimming with food and wine. Yet, as we read and recall with
joy, the story of our exodus from slavery in Egypt, it is easy to forget that freedom is not absolute and
there are many of our people still imprisoned in a manner not unlike our forebears in Egypt.

One of our Pesah traditions is Ma ‘ot Hittim, or “wheat money”, originally a contribution for those who
were unable to purchase wheat flour to make matzah, but which today enables those less fortunate to
purchase food for themselves and their families. Won’t you do your part and contribute to our Ma ‘ot
Hittim collection for those less fortunate? And if anyone is in need of assistance, please call me
confidentially. We are here to help.

Please allow at least 20 minutes from the end of the holiday to afford me time to repurchase the hametz.
S’firat HaOmer

We begin the counting of the Omer on the evening of the second Passover seder. We count forty-nine
days (seven weeks). The period of the Omer is generally considered to be a period of mourning, which is
broken only on the thirty-third day — Lag BaOmer. During this period, among other restrictions,
weddings are not held, no hair is cut and one does not listen to music. The Conservative Movement has
now determined that these restrictions terminate on the day after Yom Ha Sho’ah — Holocaust
Rememberance Day (this year, April 12). Some, however, maintain the traditional restrictions, excepting
only Rosh Hodesh lyar, Lag Ba’omer and Yom Ha atzma 'ut (Israel Independence Day).

Yom HaShoah will be observed this year with our annual service on April 15. Our friends and neighbors
who experienced this horror and who performed acts of individual heroism are dwindling to a precious
few. Please join us at our annual service at 5:00 on that day

What Is Scrip?

Scrip is a term that means “substitute money”. When you purchase scrip, you're purchasing negotiable gift
certificates and prepaid cards that are used just like cash. You can use scrip to purchase everyday expenses like
food, clothing, and other essentials, and with every purchase, you earn revenue for Temple B'nai Abraham.

How scrip generates revenue for us

The Great Lakes Scrip Center acts on behalf of synagogues, schools and other non-profit organizations to purchase
large amounts of scrip from restaurants, department stores, and other retailers. Because the scrip is purchased with
cash up front, the participating retailers offer a substantial discount. Temple B'nai Abraham would buy the scrip from
Great Lakes Scrip Center at a discount, and re-sell the certificates to families like yours for full face value. The
discount - from two to fifteen percent or more — is Temple B'nai Abraham’s revenue.

Scrip is "shopping cart fundraising”

Scrip is a popular fundraiser because families don’t have to sell anything. Temple members produce revenue by
making regular household purchases they would make anyway. Clothing, toys and gifts can be purchased with scrip.
You can use the cards themselves as gifts. Your friends can buy them.
